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TWO officers who risked
their lives trying to save
victims of a horrific head on
collision have been praised
for their heroism.

Six people died when two
cars collided on the A614
near Bilsthorpe last month.
It was one of the worst
crashes in Nottinghamshire
for many years.

By chance the two Roads
Policing  officers  were
driving along the road
seconds after the collision
and attempted to help those
trapped.

They managed to pull a
woman out of one car but
were beaten back by the
intensity of a fire. Sadly, the
woman had already died.

The officers were also
joined by a member of the
public who stopped and
tried to help. He has been
visited at his home by
detectives investigating the
crash and thanked for his
assistance.

The Chief Constable
praised the heroism of the
two officers. She said:
“They put their own lives at
risk in an effort to save
others. I am immensely
proud of them both and all
the other officers and staff
who had to deal with such a
terrible tragedy.”

Ms Hodson will also be
writing to thank the man
who tried to help the two
officers.

A budget to give the force resources It needs

THE Prince of Wales has
described officers working on
Operation  Kingdom  as
‘amazing’ after learning how
Nottingham’s Bestwood estate ||
has been transformed.

He met the Chief Constable and a |
number of Kingdom officers during a
visit to the city and heard about the
huge changes the area has undergone
over the last three years.

In that time Operation Kingdom has
had a dramatic impact with crime
tumbling and trust and confidence in
the police soaring.

The Prince was given an insight into
the problems once faced in Bestwood with people
living in fear because of organised crime gangs.

But after they were smashed Kingdom was
introduced to provide a ‘Rolls Royce’ multi-
agency service to the community by police and
partner agencies.

And the results speak for themselves. Crime is
down 12 per cent, detection rates have risen more
than 50 per cent, the flow of intelligence has
increased significantly and the number of empty
properties has fallen dramatically.

Temporary Chief Inspector Will Chell told the
Prince there was a now a positive attitude to
policing and said he believed confidence had
returned to the community.

“There is a ‘we can do’ attitude to the
relationships within the partner agencies all
working together and that has been key. Local
residents have told us the area is now the best it
has ever been and Kingdom is rebuilding the
estate,” he said.

The Prince then spoke with some of the officers

working in Bestwood before telling them: “You
are doing an amazing job. Thank you.”

PC Lloyd Major said: “He was genuinely
interested in what we were doing. | told him
working on Operation Kingdom was a unique
challenge. There will be nothing like this for the
remainder of our careers. It’s why most of us
joined up.”

POLICE Authority chairman John
Clarke, pictured left, believes the force
has been given the resources it needs to
protect performance over the next twelve
months.

The annual budget for policing Notts
was approved after the authority agreed a
rise in the precept - the part of the
Council Tax that goes towards policing.

In setting the budget at £196m, an

increase of £9.1m, Mr Clarke said the
authority was determined to provide the
Chief Constable with the right resources.
Mr Clarke said: “We have been
responsible in setting the budget. We
appreciate the financial problems that
people are facing and have tried to keep
any increase to reasonable amounts.
“However, it would be reckless to
ignore the resource issues that we face

and the progress that has been made
thanks to previous investment, which
would have been put at risk if the precept
had not been increased.

“We are also aware that the economic
climate may bring a rise in some types of
crime and we need the force to be in a
position to combat this.

“We want to keep frontline officers on
the street, preventing crime and giving

confidence, and we are investing in
police staff to perform functions that can
be equally well, if not better, performed
by a non uniformed person.”

After the force director of finance Ann
Williams had presented her budget
report, the authority also agreed to the
building of new police stations at Arnold,
Clifton, Beeston, Broxtowe, Eastwood,
Retford and Ollerton.

Force will
gain from

Dutch link

THE force is helping to
develop policing in Holland.

Three Dutch officers spent
several days on a fact-finding visit
in Nottinghamshire, learning about
the sexual exploitation and child
abuse units, tactical surveillance
and Crimestoppers.

Since the introduction of the Agis
project in 2006, which saw officers
from England, Poland and Holland
working together to tackle drug-
related acquisitive crime and
treatment, Detective Sergeant Andy
O’Hagan has been building links
with the Dutch police.

Revolutionise

Andy said: “Like us, police in
Holland are always looking to
improve and develop their systems
to operate more efficiently.

“In Holland, the Crimestoppers
initiative is very different from
ours, and is much more fragmented.
The officers met Sarah Smithurst,
who runs our Crimestoppers
scheme, and will be taking the
information from her back to
Holland to
process.

be needed to improve their work in
other areas. By working with forces
outside their borders, the Dutch
police are developing their police
constables and detective constables
and improving their knowledge
with our help.

They are also looking at sending
officers from their academy to
Nottinghamshire to enable them to
gain experience towards their
ongoing training needs.”

eating crops grown in soil which
remains  heavily  contaminated
following the Chernobyl nuclear
reactor explosion in the Ukraine in
1986,” said Jane.

During their stay with local
families, each child goes for eye tests
and dental check-ups, leading to
treatment where required. They also
have swimming lessons and are taken
on group outings - current
destinations include the London Eye,
Skegness and York.

The Rev John Leatherland,
chairman of the Mansfield Ashfield
charity, said: “It is said that 90 per
cent of the children in Belarus suffer
some form of complaint as a result of
the fall out from Chernobyl. The

medical profession tell us that
bringing these children to the UK for
four weeks can give them an extra
two years of life by resetting their
immune systems.”

Two charity shops in Sutton-in-

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Shot PC’s wish to
help other victims

RACHAEL Bown’s passion for
policing and her desire to help
others remains undiminished.

It is now three years since she was almost
killed after being shot in the stomach on patrol

in Nottingham.

And, though the road to recovery has been a
long and sometimes painful one, the 27-year-
old has come out of it, she says, a “better,

stronger person.”

Now she wants to help other officers and
staff injured in the line of duty and is planning

to create a support network.

Her idea has the backing of the Chief
Constable and the Federation and is something
she hopes will unite injured officers across the

country.

“l want to use what happened to me to help
others,” said Rachael, who is currently
working in FIB at Holmes House.

Make drug
offenders
kick habit

OFFICERS should take
advantage of conditional
cautions which coerce drug
using offenders into treatment.

That’s according to Sergeant
Kevin  Drummond  who
believes more of the cautions
could be issued.

He said: “Conditional
cautions with Drugs
Intervention Programme

conditions have been created
to direct drug using offenders
into treatment. The idea is to
‘nip in the bud’ someone’s
drug habit, and reduce the
potential for their criminal
behaviour to escalate.”

So far there have been only
five DIP conditional cautions
issued across Nottinghamshire
but all have been successfully
completed by the offenders.

All custody suites have DIP
packs available giving advice
to officers.

Kevin said the Crown
Prosecution Service is fully
aware of them and there is an
agreement in place that
officers can go direct to the
CPS without the need to bail
offenders.

“An example of where it
could be used is where a
clubgoer is arrested for
possession of cocaine.

‘Black box’ recorders to reduce police crashes

BLACK box-type data recorders are to
be installed in 50 marked vehicles in an
effort to reduce the number of accidents
involving police cars.

It follows a successful trial in a
response car at Radford Road.

Project manager Sergeant Paul
Hancock said the specially developed
equipment was expected to reduce the
number of collisions and save both time
and money in repairs, investigations and
fleet management. \ehicles fitted with
the recorders will be easily identifiable
from the ‘shark fin’ antenna on their
roofs, pictured below.

“Plans to develop a data recording system began
following national ACPO recommendations, an
ongoing review of our own driver policies and a
number of fatalities in the county involving police
vehicles,” said Paul.

“None of the investigations
attributed any blame to the officers
concerned but it was clear that data
recorders would provide
significantly positive support to
these type of major investigations as
well as other benefits to the
organisation and its drivers.”

He described reaction to the
scheme within force as “very
positive.”

Paul told of a recent incident
involving a Nottinghamshire officer
who reported damage to her car
while she was making enquiries. “In
a short space of time, analysis of the data was able
to back up her account,” he said.

“Other forces have found that using the recorders
brought the number of accidents and
collisions down by 20-25 per cent. This increases
vehicle availability, reduces officer injuries
and sickness days and helps to
minimise repair costs.”

Rather than use an off the shelf data
recorder system the force has developed a
custom made model to meet its needs. The
recorder combines two systems — one a
highly sensitive sensor able to pinpoint the
factors involved in an accident and the other
a journey logger. The system has since
caught the interest of other police forces.

Operational vehicles and those with
pursuit capability are the first to be fitted with
them, with the first phase of 50 recorders
earmarked for use in C Division and

elsewhere by advanced drivers.

Director of finance Ann Williams, pictured above
left, said: “We are confident there will be a reduction
in both our vehicle repair costs and time taken to
settle accident claims. But more importantly, fewer
officers will be injured in road traffic accidents as a
result of installing the data recorders.”

She said funding has been set aside in 2009-10 for
the installation of a further 100 units in vehicles
across divisions.”

Notts Federation spokesman Phil Read said: “We
are in full support of the fitting force wide of vehicle
data recorders. Where these are fitted in other forces
it is found accidents are dealt with by professional
standards departments far quicker.

“This allows those officers involved to have an
early resolution to possible criminal and disciplinary
matters. In addition, driver standards have been
shown to improve where such equipment has been
fitted.”
