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JUDICIAL REVIEW ON PENSION

NARPO Nationally together with other members of the National Pensioners Convention have taken the Government to a Judicial Review with regards the changes from Retail Price Index (RPI) to Consumer Price Index (CPI), for our annual Pension Increase, with reference to promises made that there would be no change to those already in receipt of their pension.

The Review went in our favour and the Government have to re look at the decisions made, if the Government does not revoke the decision of the Treasury, The case will be taken to the High Court.

This only occurred last week and the Secretary will keep everyone posted on the outcome.
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FREE BUS PASS 

Have you got your Free Bus Pass, everyone over the age of 60yrs is entitled to one, the National Pensioners Convention is also challenging the reasons why if someone has a Free Bus Pass they still need to purchase a Senior Citizens Rail Card at £26 per year, as the Bus Pass is transferable to the Rail Companies.

To date two of the Rail Companies have agreed to allow the use of the Bus Pass on their trains, hopefully all will follow suit in the near future
